Use the binoculars to spot native 

birds and wildlife like white-bellied sea eagles and yellow-

tailed black cockatoos, along with wallabies, echidnas and 

wombats.

You’ll be guided and along the way treated to panoramic 

views of the pristine coastline, rugged cli�s, and lush forests 

as you breathe in the pure Tasmanian air. With each step, 

the mesmerising beauty of Wineglass Bay unveils itself; 

the turquoise waters glisten under the sun, while the pure 

white sand forms a perfect crescent, resembling a delicate 

wineglass. The view is breathtaking, o�ering a moment of 

serenity and wonder that will stay with you forever.

Conservation e�orts are crucial, and by partaking in this 

experience, you are actively contributing to the survival of 

this incredible species.
